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Preface
History is evidence that the regulatory environment has never been truly
conducive for the growth of the voluntary sector in India. Over the past few
years the constraints on the sector have increased. The voluntary sector,
which has partnered with the government for the development of the
country over 66 years, is fast becoming a mere sub-contractor to deliver
government projects. Corporates are emerging as the dominant players
even in the social sector. There are increased expectations from the public.
The sector has responded by systematising and embracing strong internal
governance systems. As VANI completes its journey over 25 years, this
challenging policy and legal environment has not only led to the
redefinition of its relationships with stakeholders like the government and
donors, but also to the transformation of its own internal governance and
management.  

In 1988, the founders of VANI realized that the voluntary sector needed to demand space and respect for the
poor and marginalized to access the basic rights of life, food, education and health. This required a redefinition
of the relations of power. The government was attempting to demoralise and weaken voluntary action by
misusing state instruments like income tax and foreign funding regulations, and even through the police. VANI
was born to raise voice and put forward the concerns of the sector without any fear or favour. It has become
VANI’s mission to question attacks on the freedom of association and demand an enabling environment. 

In its 25th year, VANI organized a number of consultations and workshops at national, regional and state levels
where the state of the voluntary sector today was questioned and debated. The spectrum of ‘non-profit’
organizations registered under the Societies Registration Act, 1860 not only throws up misleading data but
the Act is also manipulated by numerous state governments to their advantage. Such a situation has created
the need to redefine the voluntary sector, and VANI conducted two studies this year – one, to articulate the
voice of the voluntary sector from 11 states and, second, to explore a methodology to map the status of the
voluntary sector. Simultaneously, VANI also wrote to the prime minister and home minister to reassert the
need to follow-up on the National Policy of Voluntary Sector with a National Registration Law. The draft
National Multi-State Societies Registration Bill release by the Ministry of Corporate Affairs was analysed by
VANI and feedback given. The Prime Minister’s Office has endorsed publicly the need to establish a nodal
ministry for the voluntary sector. 

The year also saw a major onslaught on the sector when almost 4000 FCRA registrations were cancelled. In
order to weed out non-active or non-existent voluntary organizations, the Ministry of Home Affairs cancelled
registrations en masse. VANI took up the case with senior officials of the ministry. A delegation met the Minister
of State for Home to appeal for the restoration of registration of organisations which have appealed and are
following the laws in a true spirit. On consideration, the ministry restored the FCRA registration of 170 such
organisations. VANI also raised the cases of freezing of accounts by the ministry merely on the basis of
complaints. 

This experience reinforced the need to spread awareness regarding FCRA among voluntary organizations.
VANI collaborated with the Ministry of Home Affairs to conduct regional workshops and provided regular
online support as well. The impact of these efforts was clearly visible when the ministry in its annual report
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mentioned the improvement in quality and timeliness of reporting by voluntary organizations. 

India is not the only country which is facing restriction in the space for voluntary action. In collaboration
with International Forum of National Platforms (IFP), VANI started a global campaign for solidarity and
information exchange on creating an enabling environment. VANI has become the prime organization in
research based information on enabling environments and has published a report in this regard. 

VANI facilitated conversations around collaborations between the private sector and the voluntary sector
during the year.  At our annual national convention, a panel was dedicated to exploring the possibility of the
two sectors working together. VANI is working very closely with the Confederation of Indian Industry (CII)
and Federation of Indian Chambers of Commerce and Industry (FICCI) to structure the engagement,
particularly in light of the provisions for Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) in the new Companies Act. 

Debate on the visible signs of good governance and management systems of voluntary organizations was
facilitated. Unregulated mushrooming of so-called NGOs has created uncertainty among government,
corporate and individual donors. VANI has developed indicators for self-certification based on research with 
all stakeholders to help overcome these doubts.

VANI also undertook a detailed research of India’s development partnership and the country’s role as a donor.
VANI is working closely with the Development Partnership Administration formed by the Ministry of External
Affairs in this regard. 

During the year VANI has added new members and increased its outreach through online communication.
Many more organizations attend events organized by VANI – each state and regional level meet is attended
by nearly 70 participants and 267 organizations attended our national convention. 

VANI celebrates its 25th year by reinforcing its commitment to support small and medium sized voluntary
organizations operating in difficult regions and tough situations. The challenges to the sector both globally
and locally demand more intensive and multifaceted engagement by VANI to provide voice and support to
voluntary organizations and voluntarism. In order to provide that support we need to work collaboratively
with the government, private sector, media, academia and donors along with a sustained campaign to
generate awareness among policymakers, the government and the common man about the challenges faced
by voluntary development organizations. 

I would specially like to thank CARE India, Commonwealth Foundation, ICCO, Action Aid, OXFAM, EED,
ChildFund India, HBF,  and IFP for providing flexible and responsive resources and technical support to VANI.
Today when financial support is linked with predefined projects and themes, it is no doubt difficult for VANI
to generate funds for this kind of work, but I am sure our supporters will continue to aid us in making the
voluntary development organizations more relevant and influential. 

I would like to take this opportunity to thank VANI’s numerous friends and well-wishers, in particular the
Working Committee for its astute and thoughtful guidance and decisions. Special thanks to outgoing
treasurer Ashok bhai who has completed a very successful tenure, contributing immensely to the growth of
VANI. I am also thankful to each and every member for their continued engagement and advice and to VANI’s
capable and committed team for their individual and collective contributions in making VANI so effective.

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25 Years of being the Voice of the Voluntary Sector

I
n the mid-1980s, the Government of India had planned to set up a National Council of Voluntary Agencies

and to legislate a Code of Conduct for voluntary agencies. The voluntary sector was dismayed by this

development, and a few concerned individuals from the sector undertook the initiative of setting up a

platform which would give voice to the collective opinions of the voluntary sector. The forum was also expected

to facilitate bringing the voluntary sector together. Thus,  VANI was born in April 1988 with a vision to “Work

towards building a society where voluntarism and voluntary organizations play a dominant and constructive

role in social cohesion, economic empowerment and nation building”. Over the past 25 years it has

successfully fulfilled its mission “To act as a platform for research, advocacy, capacity building, sharing and

learning on the issues related to voluntarism and voluntary agencies”. The journey has been one of advocacy

with the government to help them understand the voluntary sector and work together in the development of

the nation as well as actions to strengthen voluntary organisations to enable them to carry out their work with

professionalism and passion.

VANI completes 25 years of service to the voluntary sector and the celebrations begin with its acquisition of

land for its own office building finally getting approved by the Delhi Development Authority.  

The contribution of VANI to the growth and

development of the voluntary sector has been manifold.

In past 25 years, VANI has worked with the spirit of

togetherness and collectivization for the sustainability

of the voluntary development sector. VANI ensures that

collective strengths are effectively leveraged towards

attaining its vision and mission; therefore, it works in

close collaboration with its members and other actors

of the sector, giving voice to the voiceless and bringing

together national, regional, state level networks and

grassroots organizations on a common platform.  The

working committee and members of VANI have played

an important role in this journey, giving advice that

reinforces the strengths of the organization’s culture

and direction to the future vision and sustainability of

the organization. On completing its silver anniversary,

VANI reiterates its commitment towards building a

strong and vibrant voluntary sector in the country.

The voluntary sector is not immune to the turbulent,

On the other hand, key constraints in the form of unfavourable FCRA and DTC regulations

continue to constrict the space available for the voluntary sector. The government cancelled the FCRA

certificate of more than 4000 organizations thereby reducing foreign funding and income tax notices to

numerous small, genuine voluntary organizations continue to be handed out by income tax  and local line

departments. In spite of the uncertainties surrounding the sector, it has a strong potential to grow in the

coming years. VANI has the ability to position itself to take advantage of new opportunities to enhance the
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space available to voluntary organizations and to build

new partnerships.  

In 2012, VANI embarked on a number of advocacy and

empowering activities to help shape key strategies for the

voluntary organizations.

The third sector has a long history of contribution

to India social growth and change.

New Companies Bill and Corporate Social

Responsibility

The Companies Bill, 2012 was passed by the Lok Sabha in

December 2012 replacing the 56 year

old Companies Act, 1956. It was

passed by the Rajya Sabha in August

2013, and has received the

president’s consent.   Under the new

law, the much debated concept of

corporate social responsibility (CSR)

has been introduced. According to

clause 135 of the Act, every company

having a net worth of Rs 500 crore or more, or a turnover of Rs

1,000 crore or more, or a net profit of Rs 5 crore or more, during a

financial year shall make every endeavour to

ensure it spends at least 2 per cent of its average

net profits made during the three immediately

preceding financial years, in pursuance of its

corporate CSR policy. The company has to

constitute a CSR committee from among its board

members consisting of three or more directors. At

least one committee member shall be an

independent director. The board’s financial report

under sub-section (3) of section 134 shall disclose

the composition of the CSR committee, the CSR

policy and initiatives undertaken, amount of

expenditure incurred on these CSR activities and

valid reasons in case of failure to spend the

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earmarked CSR budget. In case a company is unable to spend

the required amount, it will have to explain why it has been unable

to do so in their books. Otherwise, they could face action,

including penalty.

In order to make the process of CSR successful there is a need

to have a permanent forum where private sector interested in

genuine CSR initiatives can interact with voluntary development

organizations. In pursuance of this, VANI has already begun

working closely with the private sector and is interacting regularly

with business associations like ASSOCHAM, CII and FICCI.  The

main objective of the interaction is to help companies establish

viable CSR practices as well as orient them to expand their

support to voluntary organizations beyond mere service delivery.

The purpose is to establish a collective mechanism between

voluntary organizations and business foundations/institutions.

VANI was also part of the drafting committee for the National

Voluntary Guidelines on Social, Environmental and Economic

Responsibilities of Business.

Multi-state Societies Registration Bill, 2012

The Indian voluntary sector is governed and regulated by a

registration law which is not only more than 150 years old but is

also being misused by fly-by-night players. All non-profit

organizations are clubbed together – entities ranging from large

private hospitals to private corporate schools, sports club

foundations and even small voluntary

development organizations are registered

under same act. This has not only created

ambiguity in the nature, scope and scale of

the voluntary sector but has also brought

into question the identity of the sector. The

situation is further complicated by some

state governments enacting state specific

registration laws for voluntary

organizations. To overcome overlap of

registration requirements, there is a need

to develop a national law for the

registration of voluntary organizations.

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The National Policy on the Voluntary Sector passed by the

Government of India in 2007 had recommended that the

feasibility of enacting a central law to register voluntary

organizations be examined. As a follow-up to this, the Planning

Commission set up an Expert Group under the chairpersonship

of Dr. (Mrs) Syeda Hameed, Member, Planning Commission.

The Expert Group in its meeting on October 3, 2008 set up a

task force to examine the matter and submit a report to the

chairperson of the Expert Group. In August 2011, the Ministry of

Corporate Affairs constituted an Expert Group to study the

legislative and regulatory architecture of the Societies

Registration Act, 1860 governing the functioning of societies in

India. The group also tried to study the ground situation with

respect to the operation of the said Act so as to identify the

regulatory gaps and oversight mechanisms with a view to

formulating a model law on the subject. The Expert Group

submitted its report to the ministry on July 5, 2012 proposing a

legislation titled ‘Multi-state Societies Registration Bill, 2012’.

The main objective of the proposed bill is to provide for a more

enabling regulatory environment for multi-state societies with the

ultimate objective of transparency and accountability in the

governance of multi-state societies. It also emphasizes self-

regulation of societies, which the Expert Group views as critical

for the governance of societies operating in the new economic

environment.

Main concerns with the proposed Multi-state Societies

Registration Bill, 2012

• The proposed bill only applies to voluntary organizations that

are registered as societies. If passed, voluntary

organizations that are registered as societies may dissolve

the society and become a trust or a Section 25 company in

order to avoid compliance with the Act.

• The bill will function as another legal requirement for

voluntary organizations to comply with in addition to Income

Tax Act, FCRA and other registration requirements. 

• Because voluntary organizations are state based entities

governed by state based laws, adding a central registration

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law will only add bureaucracy and not provide any

additional regulatory advantage for the central

government. In addition, there is no mechanism

whereby state based legislation will be coordinated

with this central legislation.

• The additional bureaucratic requirement of meeting

the requirements of the proposed bill could provide

an opportunity for graft and be used erratically and

politically. 

• There is no oversight of this regulatory body. 

Instead of passing the Multi-state Societies Registration

as a new bill, VANI has suggested to the government

that the Societies Registration Act, the Indian Trusts Act

and the Companies Act be amended to allow for multi-

state activity.

VANI has also appealed to the prime minister of India for

an updated regulatory mechanism for Indian voluntary organizations. Instead of housing the regulatory

mechanism within the central government of India, an outside regulatory body should be created to

oversee the activities of the voluntary sector. This body could have collaborative representation of the

government and the voluntary sector. This initiative will not only help in professionalizing the voluntary

sector in the country but also maintain uniformity of regulatory and reporting mechanisms as well as

provide an exclusive identity to voluntary development organizations.

Development Partnership Administration   

In the last few years, India has emerged as an important player and contributor in the global

development scene.  India has been providing technical and material support to developing and under-

developed countries. The range of support includes technical trainings, support in creating

infrastructure and providing lines of credit. In order to streamline its efforts, the Government of India

created Development Partnership Administration (DPA) in 2012 under the Ministry of External Affairs

with an objective to developing a mechanism for a structured approach and active participation of wider

stakeholders.  Further, it will provide an opportunity for Indian voluntary development organizations to

engage with the government who has neither experience of working abroad nor has potential

innovations to share. For better coordination with DPA, Forum for Indian Development Cooperation

(FIDC) is being created, which is an informal umbrella group consisting of academicians, researchers

and practitioners.

On behalf of FIDC, VANI shared a questionnaire with all its contacts to gather information about Indian

voluntary development organizations who could partner with the Indian government in its development

India Needs an Independent National Char-

ity Commission

Similar to the Charity Commission established

in England and Wales in 2007, India needs an

independent National Charity Commission.

Such a registration and regulatory body will

give a national structure to registration and

regulation of voluntary organizations across all

states. The Commission should be a non-

ministerial government department, serve as

the registrar and regulator of charities, and

must be insulated from ministerial influence.

While there must be oversight from the Indian

government in the establishment and reporting

of this body, there should be no dependence

and influence on part of the government.
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initiatives in other countries. The completed questionnaires will be compiled by VANI and shared with

FIDC and DPA. Based on recommendations, organizations will be approached for detailed

information. The final product of this exercise is to produce a directory of organizations who are

potential partners.

The DPA has opened up an opportunity for voluntary organizations to have regular dialogue and

potentially partner with the Ministry of External Affairs. This mechanism has long been sought by

Indian voluntary organizations in order to better understand the logic and objectives of Indian

development assistance. 

Foreign Contribution Regulation Act

During the last few years the issue of foreign funding has become a bone of contention between the

Indian government and the voluntary sector. The government periodically comes out with a watch

list and accuses voluntary organizations and donors of funding an anti-national agenda. The issue is

also often sensationlized by the media2.   Statistics and sums of foreign aid received by Indian

voluntary organizations are mis-represented to the public, creating doubts in their minds of the efficacy

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and integrity of voluntary organizations.

While foreign aid for development is

watched closely foreign direct invest-

ment in the private sector is not

monitored as carefully.

Serious allegations are often levied on

voluntary organizations by various

government officials. As per government

records there are more than 40,000

organizations which have FCRA

registration; however, only 20,000

submit annual reports. The FCRA

statistics also claim that more than Rs 10,000 crore is

received as foreign funds in the country. VANI, being the

national apex body of voluntary organizations, believes that

the reality on the ground is far different. VANI conducted a

study – Voice of VOs – which reviewed Ministry of Home

Affairs annual reports. The study found that majority of

foreign funds are received by religious organizations,

hospitals and schools. The amount of funds given to

development organizations is considerably less. Funding for

development work is declining. Due to the lack of concrete

data VANI is unable to challenge the ministry’s allegations,

but still persists in dialoguing with the ministry on legal

grounds and passes on data received from members.

In 2012, the MHA cancelled the FCRA registration of 4,138

organisations, on the basis that they were dormant accounts

with no activity. Some organisations are unaware of the fact

that a “nil return” has to be filed even if no foreign funding is

received in a particular year. Failure to do so had resulted in

cancellation of their FCRA registration. Yet, many

organisations that have been regularly reporting also

received cancellation notices. It is essential that the reason

for cancellation be mentioned in the cancellation order. But

in quite a few cases the ministry failed to provide this

information.

The MHA also argues that they received no responses to the

notices that were served on organizations. However, initial

findings by VANI show that a number of notices were sent to old

addresses even though information regarding the new correspondence

address had been updated in FCRA records. On receiving the

cancellation notices, around 225 organizations contacted the ministry

with all their papers. Subsequently, 170 organizations were

acknowledged as clean by the MHA. 

The organizations whose FCRA registration had been cancelled were

listed on the ministry’s website. VANI immediately conveyed the

information to its members and other contacts. On short notice, VANI

convened a meeting of some senior professionals such as chartered

accountants, financial consultants, lawyers and affected voluntary

organizations in Delhi on August 14, 2012. The myths created by the

government regarding the voluntary sector which creates confusion and

the sensationalist reporting by the media were discussed. On August 24,

2012, VANI along with Sh. A.V. Swami (MP, Rajya Sabha and an old

VANI member), Sh. Vinod Bhanu (CLRA) and Sh. Aditya Patnaik (VANI

member) met Sh. Mullappally Ramachandran, Minister for State (Home),

to discuss issues and problems related to FCRA. On August 27, 2012 VANI again met the Joint

Secretary (FCRA) to understand and discuss the

problem in detail. VANI sends regular updates

on queries received. After every meet with

officials, information obtained from the ministry

is shared with the members. The VANI website

is also regularly updated with this information so

to extend the outreach.

Direct Taxes Code and Income Tax

A vibrant third sector is a key player for

accomplishing the developmental goals and

objectives of the country, but since 2009 the

proposed Direct Taxes Code (DTC) has become

a matter of great concern for voluntary

organizations. DTC is not very conducive for the

growth and stability of voluntary organizations in

India. It will restrict the innovative and creative

spirit of civil society. There are many clauses in

the proposed code which, if implemented, will

cause immediate harm to the sector as a whole.

After meeting MHA officials on September 14,
2012 regarding permission to use FCRA accountd,
members and friends were informed:

• The Ministry had received 85 review petitions

from small, medium and large organizations till

date.

• By next week, such organizations were going

to receive a letter from the FCRA department

allowing them to operate their bank account

under the following conditions: The

organizations whose registration has been

cancelled can operate their account and do

regular expenses. The transaction should be

done only by cheque/bank money and not by

cash.

• These organizations cannot receive any further

FCRA money from any sources till clearance is

given from the MHA

• The MHA department will be reviewing the

petitions and send replies on a case by case

basis within six months.
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VANI continues to appeal to policy makers, legislators and political leaders to examine the issue of

DTC in a holistic manner.

Apart from the proposed DTC, voluntary organizations are also facing another setback. Numerous

organizations have been served notices by the income tax department. The notices not only demand

additional taxes but also challenge the very basis of the organization’s non-profit character. The sudden

change in income tax practices has impacted the sustenance of several organizations, putting them in

state of uncertainty. 

Due to these developments, VANI convened a meeting on December 17, 2012 which was attended

by 51 voluntary organizations. Financial experts were available at the meeting to give advice and help

plan a trajectory of the possible implications of the steps taken by the income tax department. In the

meeting it was decided that voluntary organizations should start steady dialogue and work in harmony

with each other on the subject. Further, voluntary organizations should share their issues and

corresponding solutions.

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Building Bridges: A New Age of Voluntarism 

VANI convened its national consultation, Building Bridges, on February 20-21, 2013 at Vishwa Yuvak

Kendra, New Delhi. The consultation is a much-anticipated event for voluntary organizations as it offers

them a platform to share their best practices and discuss key concerns the sector is confronted with.

It is an opportunity for VANI to express solidarity with members, partners and other stakeholders.

The convention mainly focused on five

themes:

1. The Voluntary Sector: Voices from the

Field

2. India’s Global Footprints

3. Building Bridges: Working with

Corporates

4. Roles and Expectations from the

Voluntary Sector in Today’s Challenging

Time

5. Voice of Women: An Evening of

Solidarity 

The discussions were moderately extensive with active participation of around 220 organizations from

different parts of the country. Key issues about the sector were raised and solutions sought from the

wider audience to make some strong and effective resolutions.

The Voluntary Sector: Voices from the Field

The service of the voluntary sector towards the community is commendable and immense work has

been done for the social and economic transformation of society for a long time now. Grassroots

organizations play a vital role in transforming the landscape and lives of the rural community despite

the huge challenges, be it related to FCRA, income tax, harassment from the government, line

departments, etc. The preceding year saw mass cancellations of FCRA registrations of over 4,000

organizations across the country marking a deadlock in the journey of the sector. The primary reason

behind the government’s growing control over the sector is lack of adequate understanding by the

government authorities as the sector has failed to raise its issues in an effective manner. 

India’s Global Footprints

Panellists suggested that a current major thrust should be to eliminate the sense of mistrust between

the voluntary sector and its stakeholders. Better regulation is always welcome but excessive control is
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unacceptable. There is also an immediate need to

bring to light more effectively the contribution that

the sector has made, particularly its mark at the

global level. India has strengthened its global

footprint by playing an active role in international

platforms like G20, BRICS, IBSA, ASEAN, UN, WB,

etc. India as a donor country has never been

discussed within the voluntary sector. The creation

of DPA in 2012 directly relates to global policies

affecting the nation as a whole. It is important to

monitor and analyse the nature of transparency and

partnership of India with international alliances as

well as local policies affecting the nation as a whole.

India as a non-traditional donor receives criticism and is being

questioned about the lack of methodologies in systematic storage of

data with regard to its provision of foreign aid. DPA is not a new

concept but a result of various closed door government discussions.

It should be accountable and transparent in its methodology of

foreign aid and whom it supports. 

Building Bridges: Working with Corporates

The session “Building Bridges: Working with Corporates” focussed

on the new Companies Act which opens up new opportunities for the

sector. Panellists stated that the 2 per cent to be spent on CSR is

expected to release approximately Rs 18000 crore of philanthropic

funding into the market. The corporate sector has resources and the

voluntary sector has the required skills; hence there is a natural

synergy between the two and they can complement each other. An

important part of the partnership is the value system and ideologies

which the two sectors independently subscribe to; they should match

if any collaboration is to be successful. Corporates need the support

of the voluntary sector at every step as they lack competency to work

at the grassroots level. The voluntary sector can provide greater

insight of ground realities to help corporates make a greater impact

in the communities they want to work with. The voluntary sector

should have a long term vision and reflect upon how to improve the

impact of the money spent by the private sector. The two sectors

should look beyond mere financial transactions and monetary

benefits. Collaboration between the private sector and the

Roles and Expectations from the Voluntary Sector in Today’s Challenging Time

Participating organizations also voiced the issues of human rights,

ecological sustainability and inter-generational responsibility which need

to be given prime focus. The voluntary sector has to earn and establish its

trust to attract a donor. Involving the urban youth in the sector and taking

up issues of urban India is necessary. The sector needs more young and

dynamic people to strengthen the spirit of voluntarism in the country. The

sector also faces the issues of restricted space, curtailment of funds and

demands for accountability and transparency. The sector needs to take up

these challenges collectively.

Voice of Women: An Evening of Solidarity 

An exclusive session to address the issue

of violence, women’s safety and security

which are unquestionable development

issues was planned. Ms. Kamla Bhasin,

Ms. Martha Farrell and Ms. Rashmi Singh

were the eminent speakers in this

session. Legal provisions like the

Prevention of Sexual Harassment Act and

the Domestic Violence Act are available

for the protection of women, but these are

not enough. Participants agreed that

mindsets need to change to give women

freedom from patriarchy, freedom from

violent masculinity, freedom from violent

men and even freedom from violent women. A solidarity evening, “Voice of Women”, was organized to

salute woman power in the sector. Asmita, a theatre group performed Dastak (“The Knock”) a street

playto create awareness about the increasing incidences of atrocities against women in our country.

The play highlights the heinous violence and harassment against women at work and public places.

Capacity Building and Awareness Workshops in Difficult Areas

VANI strives to contribute to both the enhancement of the

third sector and the reduction of isolation and exclusion in numerous ways. 

In continuation of its efforts towards strengthening small and medium sized voluntary organizations,

VANI held a series of intensive workshops and meetings in 2012. The workshops were designed to

discuss and share the various dimensions of FCRA, DTC, issues of accountability, transparency and

good governance. They also included a session on state specific issues and contribution of voluntary

organizations in their respective areas.

A series of consultations with small and medium sized organizations in different parts of the country

provided VANI the ideal platform to get first-hand information on the issues that the voluntary sector

is grappling with. Two state-level meetings were organized to discuss the challenges and opportunities

facing voluntary organizations at the state level. Discussions on how to strengthen the sector from

within to meet these challenges were very engaging and fruitful. These interactions paved the way

for better government-voluntary organization dialogue and greater cooperation at various levels to

check the harassment faced by voluntary organizations. It helped in the dissemination of information

and articulating the collective voice of the sector at the national and global levels.

B. Strengthening the Sector for Good Governance

Since its inception, VANI has been active in promoting good internal governance in voluntary

organizations. It has undertaken capacity building to reinforce the values and importance of internal

governance in organizations. In the last few years, VANI has brought to the fore a structured voice

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from the sector about the lack of support for systematizing

internal governance mechanisms. After regular dialogue

with experts and suggestions from members, VANI

published a Handbook on Good Governance in 2010. The

handbook clearly explains the responsibilities of board and

management authorities. In a similar vein, VANI initiated

research to develop Model Policies for Internal Good

Governance of Voluntary Organizations, which was

published in 2011. The document contains seven policies

which are a pre-requisite for organizations to strengthen

internal governance. These policies were shared with

organizations during the state and regional consultations

and the document has received wide acceptance from small

and medium sized organizations.

In 2011-12, voluntary organizations operating in India faced

increasing pressure from various stakeholders to

demonstrate their accountability, legitimacy and

effectiveness. In response, VANI conducted a workshop with a conclave of leaders in which intensive

discussions were held on the challenges faced by the sector and the need for good governance in

voluntary organizations. The crucial gap identified in this meeting was that there is no self-certification

mechanism in India for genuine small and medium sized organizations to demonstrate their credibility. 

In response to this felt need, VANI conducted research in 2012-13 to develop self-certification indicators

which will help strengthen internal governance of the sector. Keeping in view the feedback from

members, VANI decided to develop indicators of self-certification for Indian voluntary organizations as

a form of accountability where organizations are open about their practices with each other as well as

with the communities they serve. Since the success of the indicators depends on the ownership of the

process by the sector, the draft indicators and system of accreditation will be shared with a wider

audience for feedback before being finalized. Inputs and suggestions from the field will be invited to

make it more comprehensive.

The document is an advisory document and will be disseminated during various regional and state

meetings conducted by VANI in the near future. 

C. Linking with New Partners

Given the fast-paced changes in society and the political and economic realms, it becomes important

on the part of voluntary organisations to raise their voice and concerns collectively. This helps build

linkages with new partners and stakeholders. VANI is exploring new strategies for engaging with

VANI represents a diverse group of organizations and engages deeply with them to create an enabling

environment for the sector. Each year VANI attempts to respond systematically to the comments and

suggestions it receives from its members regarding how to improve its activities. VANI has a continuing

commitment to increasing the quality of service to members, associates and friends.

E. Exchange Platforms

Since its inception, VANI through its research and advocacy endeavours to address issues associated

with the sector along with regular lobbying with the government. VANI is in constant touch with

numerous grassroots as well as large organizations and shares information regularly on legal and

other developments taking place in the sector. Information is disseminated to a wide audience through

workshops, conferences and the electronic media, i.e., the VANI website and e-newsletters.
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Voice of the Voluntary Sector: VANI’s Revamped E-magazine

In 2012, VANI introduced some changes to its communication strategy based on independent external

evaluation and review. Some of the changes made were received as feedback from members. 

The magazine earlier called Civil Society Voices has been renamed Voice of the Voluntary Sector

The e-newsletter earlier circulated monthly has been folded into the e-magazine, and the magazine

is now issued bi-monthly to keep it contextual

and current.

The changes have been introduced with an

objective to provide richer and more varied

information in the magazine. 

Apart from ample information about the

sector, the legal framework governing the

sector, and FCRA and DTC guidelines in the

form of articles, write-ups, news and

interviews with key players of the sector, the

magazine now also provides more space for

reflections from the sector and 

analytical perspectives of the issues facing

the sector.

E-helpline

In collaboration with Financial Management Service Foundation, VANI started an e-helpline on April

1, 2011 to address queries and clarify any doubts raised by voluntary organizations in a user-friendly

manner. The helpline was launched on demand from voluntary organizations in various meetings

and consultations. The main objective of the helpline is to help voluntary organizations in resolving

issues related to harassment on account of the frequent regulatory changes taking place, various

restrictions imposed on the sector, operational guidance or any other matter related to the third sector.

Members as well as non-members are encouraged to write in (to e-helpline@vaniindia.org) with their

complaints or share their case studies on the website.

F. Global Solidarity

Growth in the number of voluntary organizations combined with their desire to engage at the global

level fuels the aspirations of the sector. VANI contributed to significant opportunities for global

engagement in 2012-13. 

VANI helped launch Asia Development Alliance (ADA), an association of national and sub-national

platforms of civil society organizations in Asia. The aim of ADA is to promote more effective

international cooperation and solidarity among national civil society organizations in partnership with

international civil society organizations or networks and relevant bodies like the UN in the context of

post-2015 MDGs, the development agenda setting process and the global campaign for the World

We Want.

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In collaboration with the Commonwealth Foundation VANI organized a five-day leadership programme

attended by 11 civil society leaders from the commonwealth countries of Tonga, Nigeria, Kenya,

Pakistan, India, Uganda, Malawi, Malaysia and Barbados. The focus of this years leadership

exchange was “stakeholder engagement for influencing policy.” Civil society leaders shared their

knowledge and experiences to educate and train their peers. The exchange revolved around various

leadership issues such as being agents for social change, communication as a tool for building

support, government and CSOs working together, and influencing policy issues. The exchange was

interactive with group activities facilitated by action learning strategies. The participants brought to

the floor their wealth of knowledge and years of expertise of working with civil society in their

respective fields. Intensive discussions were held on the strategies of engaging stakeholders and

influencing policy. Innovative ideas to deal with challenges and different modes of engaging with

various stakeholders were shared by the participants. A site visit to CBGA and JAGORI was also

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organized for the participants. The programme was successfully concluded by developing a plan of

action and a framework for measuring influence. It is expected the exchange will not remain a one-

time event.

G. Research Studies

Individual Giving and the Voluntary Sector

India is a country of various religions and traditions and charity (daan) in India is associated with

religious duty and piousness. The sense of giving is connected with offerings to gods in places of

worship for purification of the mind and soul. With economic liberalization, a growing number of Indians

have rapidly accumulated wealth. It has also led to an increasing disparity between the wealthy and

the impoverished. The government alone cannot meet India’s growing social challenges. Private giving,

the true measure of a nation’s philanthropy, must take up the slack to address key social needs.

The study Individual Giving and the Voluntary Sector looks at the global scenario of philanthropy and

the emergence of catalytic philanthropy in India. It focuses on the recent trend of individual private

giving and the changing mind-sets among people now willing to contribute towards societal issues.

Foundations are also instrumental in private giving and have a huge scope. The study also throws

light on the new trend of high net worth individuals involved in giving not just passively but showing

keenness and interest in specific issues. 

Partnership between Private Sector and Voluntary Sector 

This study touches upon certain aspects of how the voluntary sector has been affected by the global

meltdown and what are the various sources of funds for the voluntary sector. It has predominantly

covered the dynamics of how private entities and the voluntary sector can work more efficiently and

productively and how they can

complement each other. The main

purpose of conducting this research

study was to explore the possibilities

of partnership between the voluntary

and private sector by combining their

strengths and resources and by

pursuing common goals for mutual

benefit.The study also traverses the

difficulties and issues faced by both

the sectors in working together

without compromising their

respective visions and how far this,

perhaps Utopian idea, can be
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practiced in reality. The publication of the research is timely given the new Companies  Act which paves

the way for substantial CSR.

Indicators of Self-certification

In 2011-12, VANI facilitated intensive discussions on the challenges faced by the sector and the need for

good governance in voluntary organizations. There has been a sustained demand from the sector to

address the lack of support for systematizing

internal governance mechanisms. The crucial

gap identified was the absence of a self-

certification mechanism in India for genuine

small and medium sized organizations to

demonstrate their credibility. 

Keeping in view the feedback from members,

VANI and ChildFund jointly produced a model

document for organizations to demonstrate

their credibility. The mechanism proposed in

the document will help organizations be open

about their practices with each other as well as

the community they serve. 

This was largely a desk and web based research with material and information collected from secondary

sources. An analysis of existing self-certification models nationally and globally helped in designing the

indicators of self-certification for Indian voluntary organizations. The indicators developed were shared

with experts in a consultation. Since the success of the model depends on ownership of the process by

the sector, draft indicators and system will be shared with a wider audience before finalization.

Voice of the Voluntary Sector: Andhra Pradesh, Uttarakhand, West Bengal

Voluntary social action has a long history in India. Today, no aspect of the developmental discourse can

be carried forward without the active participation of voluntary organizations. They have emerged as

agencies of social change and are regarded as indispensable in the process of development. It has been

observed that over the past few years the sector has faced restricted space, curtailment of funds and

questions are being raised about the credibility of the sector from various stakeholders. Voluntary

organizations have had to deal with increasing challenges and restrictions imposed on their functioning

and tightening of the regulatory regime through changes in FCRA, Income Tax Act and DTC. 

Since these changes have been so rapid, many small and medium sized organizations have inadequate

access to or are completely unaware of them. During this period of uncertainty and restriction of space,
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VANI is trying its best to reach out to

various organizations situated in

different parts of the country. In this

context, VANI did a study on the

voice of voluntary organizations

operating in the states of Andhra

Pradesh, Uttarakhand and 

West Bengal. 

The study explored issues related to

registration and the regulatory

mechanism; issues of internal good

governance; relationship of voluntary organizations with the state government, media, private sector,

community and technical institutions; harassment and challenges faced; and contribution of the sector.

This initiative offers a platform to voluntary organizations working in different regions to share their

concerns, challenges and achievements with a wider audience.

India’s Global Footprints 

In the last few years, India has emerged as the major player in the global development stage. It has

not only begun to play an influential role in platforms like G20, BRICS, IBSA or in the UN and World

Bank systems, it is also fast emerging as a development partner for other developing countries. While

Indian companies have flourished in the domestic economy, they are now increasingly looking for

opportunities to strengthen their foothold across the borders.

India has been funding the growth of many under-developed or developing countries since the 1950s.

The global economic growth story has impacted the voluntary sector in the reduction of development

aid available to India. Surprisingly, this side of India’s growth story is never discussed in the voluntary

sector. Recently the Indian government formed Development Partnership Administration (DPA).The

creation of DPA directly relates to the India’s global aspirations. 

India’s Global Footprints presents the volume, nature, destination and processes of India’s involvement

in other countries as a donor, investor and a rising power. It analyses the nature of the spirit of

partnership and transparency of the Indian government with international alliances as well as the local

policies which affect the nation as a whole.

Enabling Environment for Voluntary Organizations: A Global Campaign

Voluntary organizations almost all over the world have emerged as indispensable development agents

and partners in bringing large scale sustainable changes at various levels of society. The sector has
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evolved as a viable third sector, next to the

government and the private sector. 

Voluntary organizations in India are experiencing

a number of challenges, difficulties and constraints

in their operating space. These constraints are

either in the form of emergence of new legislations

and regulatory regimes or arbitrary implementation

of existing laws. Decline in the financial resources

available to the sector has also affected its

functioning. Such restrictions have curtailed the

scope to innovate, which the sector is known for. 

Networks of voluntary organizations in every

country have encountered similar challenges. In more than 70 national and regional consultations

this aspect was highlighted as an important area of intervention. IFP, being a national platform, raised

the issue in its various meetings and the need to develop an enabling environment was expressed

as one of the areas of work for the Non-Governmental Diplomacy theme. A project was initiated to

develop a global solidarity campaign for action and protection. The study Enabling Environment for

Voluntary Organizations: A Global Campaign is the first of its kind which describes the legislative

arrangements in nine countries, namely, India, Mauritius, New Zealand, USA, Nepal, Indonesia,

Brazil, Fiji and France. Experiences from these countries were collected through a basic online survey.

The survey primarily focused on the regulatory regime: registration; foreign contribution; income tax

and the relationship between government and the voluntary sector.

Status of Voluntary Sector in India

The past two decades have witnessed a dramatic growth in the number, nature, reach, influence and

diversity of voluntary organizations in India. This increase in growth has been accompanied by

challenges and harassment from the government.

In this context it seemed important to evaluate the growing and intrusive scrutiny of voluntary

organizations from the government, media, private companies and from communities. While the

scrutiny is welcome as it helps in increasing transparency and accountability, there is growing

prejudice against voluntary organizations which can lead to the demise of innovation in the voluntary

sector. Over the last three decades, significant development approaches and initiatives have emerged

from voluntary organizations. 

Given the context of coercive attacks on voluntary organizations by the Indian government, from

blacklisting organizations for fund misappropriation to accusations of relationships with extremist

groups, VANI initiated a study to showcase the contribution of the sector. Status of Voluntary Sector
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in India attempts to examine the wide array of terminology and their meanings used to define the sector

in order to focus attention on the fact that organizations that are involved in voluntary work are different

from big charitable trusts and community based organizations. The changing nature of voluntary work

that focuses more on a rights based approach is also examined. The study attempts to change the

perception of the image and role of voluntary organizations among the general public, beneficiaries

and stakeholders. 

Involving Voluntary Organizations in Government Plans and Projects

In India, the relationship between voluntary organizations and the government is diverse and complex,

and has undergone several changes since independence. Until the Sixth Five-Year Plan, there was

little effort on the part of government to define and recognize the roles and significance of voluntary

organizations in the development process. The agenda of the Sixth Five-Year Plan was to secure

people’s participation through voluntary organizations in the implementation of government

programmes and schemes. This also resulted in the voluntary sector being given space in the

formulation of the budget and policies related to their area of operation.

Involving Voluntary Organizations in Government Plans/Projects explores the engagement of voluntary

organizations in government funded development projects. Voluntary organizations have been involved

in formulation of policies, implementation of national schemes and providing technical support to

government bodies. Four national schemes – Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee

Act (MGNREGA), National Rural Health Mission (NRHM), urban poverty alleviation programme under

Jawaharlal Nehru National Urban Renewal Mission (JnNURM), and the Right to Food program (Food

Security Act) – have been reviewed in this study as they have greater potential to engage voluntary

organizations, in particular for planning, implementation and monitoring of these programmes. Five

states from the north, south, east/central, west and north-east regions were included in the sample.

H. Annual General Body Meeting

VANI organized its 24th Annual General

Meeting on September 21, 2012 at

Sahbhagi Shikshan Kendra, Lucknow.

The event was attended by 200

organizations who actively participated

and shared their experiences.

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VOICE 2012

VOICE 2012 helped grassroots organizations share their concerns over the most challenging issues

and assisted them in strategizing for the future. The focus of the discussions was on self-regulation

or control.

Eminent speakers brought forth different facets of

the issue. The need for self-certification is vital to

gain public trust and to showcase the credibility of

genuine organizations. A strong self-regulatory

mechanism will commit voluntary organizations to

the highest possible ethical standards and

facilitate them to discharge their functions while

adhering to the best standards of transparency

and accountability. Members agreed to revisit their

governance systems by introducing self-regulatory

mechanisms into their operations. One needs to

be disciplined, systematic and self-regulated to

raise the credibility of the sector.

Annual General Body Meeting

The AGM was attended by 129 members and seven board members. Unlike the past few years,

quorum was maintained in this AGM. Due to unavoidable circumstances, VANI’s Chairperson, Dr.

Jayant Kumar, could not attend the meeting. In his absence the meeting was chaired by Sh. Ashok

Singh, Treasurer, VANI. Minutes of the last general body meeting, the 2011-12 annual report, audited

statement of accounts, the report of nomination of working committee members and the strategic

plan were put up for approval. 

Members were assured that VANI adheres to all

legal compliances in time. The accounting system

is structured and transparent and regular internal

and external statutory audits are conducted. A new

statutory auditor needs to be appointed by the next

AGM. The issue of DDA land allotment was at the

time being addressed by a three member team.

On demand from members, Ms. Mini Bedi

explained the transparent system and criteria of

selecting new board members by the nomination
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committee. Dr. Jayant Kumar, has

completed his two terms as

chairperson. His name was

proposed for a third term, and with

consensus of all members Dr.

Jayant Kumar continues to be

chairperson of VANI. Members

however proposed the present

procedure of selecting working

committee members be reviewed

and made more democratic. The

new process is due to be presented

in the next AGM. 

Prem Bhai Memorial Lecture 

As has been customary for the past three years, the Prem Bhai Memorial Lecture was organized as

part of the annual AGM. The objective of the event is to felicitate and recognize the contribution of a

leader of the voluntary sector. Sri Gaya Prasad Gopal delivered the lecture this year. 

Prem bhai was a multi-dimensional personality. He was a Gandhian, planner, effective speaker, village

development technician and a constructive worker fighting for the rights of the marginalized. He made

immense efforts to construct a social order according to Gandhian principles to solve problems of the

rural communities. His efforts were based on people’s participation, self-governance and long-term

sustainability. His achievements in building strong people’s movements, leadership development of

local voluntary workers, formation of gramswarajya sangathans and appropriate use  of local resources

are highly motivating. Ms. Ragini Prem, Prem bhai’s wife, shared his Gandhian ideology of grassroots

communities maintaining their independence.

VANI has had an interesting and fulfilling journey over the past 25 years. But this is only the beginning.

We have ideas and knowledge to help pave the way for sustained growth of the voluntary sector.

Helped with the insights and advice of it working committee and members, VANI recommits to carrying

forward its vision and mission over the next 25 years.
