FOREWORD

he context of voluntary action, in India and worldwide, is undergoing some remarkable shifts. As India's econom-

ic growth 'shines' at 9 %, most of the world is in awe. The common theme of global discourse is focusing on

India's growth story, with expanding markets and dynamic private sector. This story gets further accentuated
with Indo-US Nuclear deal, as India aspires to be a world economic and political superpower.

Yet, as our members and activists working at the grassroots so very well know, for a large proportion of India's popula-
tion, there is neither economic growth nor social development. As nearly 100 odd districts face increasing social unrest
and violence, the struggles like Singur & Nandigram highlight the very contested nature of the development paradigm
itself.

The great achievement for VANI, and indeed the entire voluntary sector in the country, during the year was the enact-
ment of National Policy on Voluntary Sector in May 2007. The Policy sets an interesting framework for the identity and
contributions of the voluntary sector. Yet, its follow-up requires substantial effort on the part of the entire voluntary sec-
tor. VANI can catalyse some processes, but it can not do so alone.

On the other hand, the government placed before the Parliament during the year a revised Bill on Foreign Contributions.
It is being driven by the larger security concerns, as a part of the global anti-terrorism measures being adopted by many
governments. With declining international support for autonomous civil society actions in India, such policies would spe-
cially constrain activism aimed at protection of human rights, promotion of transparency & accountability in the govern-
ment, and advancement of rights of the poor to access and control over natural resources.

VANI's membership is actively engaged in many of these issues. That is precisely why stronger state level platforms of
voluntary action are necessary around the country. While some progress has been made during the year, much more vig-
orous action is needed in future.

During the year, Pooran Pandey left the office of VANI CEO, and Paresh Tewary has since taken over. Such changes in a
small ten person secretariat inevitably imply certain disruptions of work. But | want to acknowledge the sustained effort
of secretariat staff, and the strong support offered by my colleagues on the Working Committee of VANI to ensure con-
tinuity and excellence in VANI's programmes and commitments.

Finally, a network like VANI is as strong as its smallest member. It is here that more needs to happen, and many more
members need to be invited into the VANI fold. | wish that strength to the voluntary sector of India in the future.

PREFACE

Dear Readers,

am pleased to present to you the 19th annual report

of Voluntary Action Network India (VANI) for the

financial period 2006-07. The period under review has
been an eventful one as our efforts towards creation of
conducive policy & legal environment for VOs; promotion,
facilitation, and strengthening of networks at the state,
national and international levels; promotion of practices
of good governance and management amongst CSOs;
and membership management and communication, met
with good response and success. Its reach included not
only registered and organized NGOs but also grassroots-
level association and community based organisations
that play a key role in promoting development, communi-
ty building, and social justice.

VANI's efforts towards creating conducive policy environ-
ment for VOs included both internal and external environ-
ments which impact through political & administrative
systems, enactments & policies, relationship with VOs,
with government and industry, and the global views. It
continued its struggle and search for legal clarity and
simplification of laws and rules for VOs throughout the
reporting period.

Since March 1999, VANI has been advocating and press-
ing the government for the repeal of FCRA. In order to
address the issue, VANI organised group and individual
meetings with various stakeholders and represented the
same through the media. VANI's campaign against dra-
conian provisions of FCR Bill 2006 was relentless through-
out the year under review. About 23 state level consulta-
tions were organised in collaboration with various civil
society organisations. These consultations served as a
platform to sensitise the stakeholders about the subject
matter as well as to form a joint strategy to collectively
oppose the Bill in its present form.
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State partners were mobilised to launch active advocacy
campaign nation wide. Parliamentarians in the respective
states were also approached in order to gather their sup-
port on the matter. VANI also facilitated signing of a peti-
tion by leading civil society representatives and sent the
same both to the Prime Minister and to Mrs. Sonia Gandhi
on 18 December 2006. A delegation of VANI Working
Committee met with the Home Minister Shri Shivraj Patil
on 9 January 2007 to share the concerns of the civil soci-
ety.

On 2nd February 2007, a press conference was organized
at the Foreign Correspondence Club, Delhi to discuss the
proposed amendments in the FCR Bill 2006 with the inter-
national and national media. A panel discussion was held
on the proposed FCR Bill 2006 in the ICONGO conclave.
The discussion was telecast live on television.

VANI continued to use different advocacy strategies to
influence decision makers and mobilise support for prom-
ulgation of a National Policy on the Voluntary Sector.
Among them were representations (letters and petitions
to decision makers), meetings and dialogues with parlia-
mentarians and bureaucrats and organising workshops
to educate stakeholders. VANI's efforts in convincing the
Planning Commission to involve voluntary sector for such
an exercise have yielded good results. It is a perfect case
of GO-NGO partnership in shaping the policy for the vol-
untary sector. The national policy on voluntary sector
would be a landmark event in the history of voluntary
sector.

Efforts towards establishing an adequate relationship
between government and non- government organisations
also bore fruits. VANI in consultation with voluntary sec-
tor and other stakeholders was able to convince the
Planning Commission to have a national level GO-NGO
coordination committee to monitor and interface with



state governments in times of disasters. Planning
Commission has also set up a Steering Committee on vol-
untary sector in context of formulation of 11th Five Year
Plan (2007-2012). VANI was invited as a member to ensure
active involvement of voluntary sector in the develop-
ment process.

During the period under review, VANI was invited by the
Ministry of Urban Development (MoUD), Government of
India to coordinate activities of the National Technical
Advisory Group (TAG) for the Jawaharlal Nehru National
Urban Renewal Mission (JNNURM), the largest national
urban initiative with Rs.50,000 crores of Central
Government support for 63 identified cities. Incidentally,
TAG is made of members from civil society, to bring the
voice of the civil society and ensure citizen participation
in the mission's objectives such as, focused attention to
integrated development of infrastructure services in
cities, civic amenities and others.

To counter benign neglect of voluntary organisations by
the government and improve upon GO-VO coordination
and partnerships at state level, Voluntary organisations
need to come together under one umbrella within the
states and also at the national and international levels.
VANI builds, promotes and strengthens these networks to
bring consensus among Voluntary Organisations on poli-
cy issues through regular interface. Such initiatives of
VANI at state, national and international levels were fur-
ther strengthened during the period under review.

VANI which always believes in exploring newer and effec-
tive opportunity of working with its stake holders, hosted
the Asian regional meeting for National NGOs. The meet-
ing was part of the project with Coordination SUD
(France) on 'Strengthening Civil Society National
Platforms' in association with ABONG (Brazil), ACCION
(Chile) and CONGAD (Senegal).

As a part of VANI's initiatives to play its role effectively at
international level and explore the possibility of working
with other stakeholders, VANI continued to participate in
various international events, such as World Social Forum
at Nairobi, CIVICUS World Assembly, Glasgow. etc. It
translated in better networking with the government offi-
cials, CSOs and other stakeholders of the sector and also
resulted in an image building process at the international
level.
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VANI continued to be vigilant in making good governance
a prime agenda among development NGOs in a variety of
ways. The strategy was to promote good governance
through peer learning and monitoring. VANI conducted
workshops where member organisations and experts
shared experiences and adopted models for good gover-
nance. VANI documented such proceedings and dissemi-
nated the information through its newsletters and work-
shop reports.

In addition, efforts were also made to increase the partic-
ipation of members through timely and relevant informa-
tion and capacity building activities. The projects and
activities to increase membership participation included
updating VANI's database of members, building capaci-
ties of members through workshops and providing infor-
mation on best practices in the sector through its web-
site, e-newsletters, news magazines and reports.

None of this would have been possible without the whole-
hearted support and cooperation of the Working
Committee Members, other VANI members, non-mem-
bers, well-wishers and donors. | take this opportunity to
thank you all who contributed to make our journey in
2006-2007 a meaningful endeavour.

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THE CONTOUR

n 1988, several leading voluntary activists came The Formative Phase (1988-1993)
together with the aim of forming a national forum for

the voluntary sector. They felt that the voluntary sec-
tor needed to be protected, enriched and advanced and
that a national network would enable people working in
the sector to come together and create a conducive and
supportive environment. VANI was born out of this
attempt to create a common platform and has since its
inception in 1988 been working as a collective voice and
protector of voluntary action in India.

The period from 1988-93 was the initial phase of VANI.
This phase was characterised by meager funds and hard
struggles to obtain the aim of becoming a national net-
working organisation. This was certainly not an easy task
as the concept of a network was new at that time.
Gradually, VANI grew stronger, did successful advocacy
on legal and fiscal reforms, and focused its work on cre-
ating debates on important issues of the time such as
communal harmony, structural adjustment programmes

OBJECTIVES OF VANI

To strengthen voluntarism, and to work towards creating an authentic, positive and supportive climate for volun-
tary action, as well as to protect and promote the political and cultural space for voluntary action in the country;
To be a common platform for those concerned about various issues of development affecting the poor in the coun-
try;

To facilitate the formation of platforms and federations for the promotion of voluntary action in relation to issues
affecting the poor;

To be a forum for sharing perspectives and analysis of national and international forces, laws, policies, pro-
grammes and structures, and their implications for people and voluntary action, and for taking appropriate action;
To promote values in voluntary action in society.

To identify, address and challenge contradictory tendencies and counter forces within the voluntary sector;

To provide support and strength to voluntary workers and organisations, particularly at times of hardship;

To undertake advocacy on issues of concern to voluntary action with the government, national and international
agencies, elected representatives, political parties, trade unions, business and industry, and other structures of
power;

To facilitate, and if necessary, coordinate campaigns on emerging issues which affect people and voluntary action
in the country.




The Second Phase (1993-2003)

During this period, VANI had accomplished its main aim
of working as a common platform for the voluntary sec-
tor. VANI was focusing on empowerment of the voluntary
sector striving to make the sector an important actor of
civil society and contributor to the development of the
country. In this regard, VANI took up the concept of value-
based voluntary action, which resulted in the form of a
booklet entitled "Voluntary Development Organisations -
The Guiding Principles". The aim of the booklet was to
create concensus on a common code of conduct for vol-
untary organisations and the booklet was disseminated
to all the member organisations to work as an inspiration
and guidance to their work. It was also a phase when
donors' planning and policies as well as Government poli-
cies were changing fast. Mistrust due to black listing of
NGOs, political pressure to tighten up rules and regula-
tions, proposal to withdraw tax benefits available to the
sector, etc. are a few examples. VANI took up these chal-
lenges and tried its level best to influence those forces.

The Current Phase (2004 onward)

To make the organisation more relevant to the changing
social, political and economic context of India, VANI went

through a strategic planning process at the start of the
fiscal year 2004-2005 and began implementing the plan
during the latter half. In line with the strategic plan, a
new chief executive, along with programme officers and
staff were recruited. VANI's activities under networking,
advocacy, governance, international networking and
membership management programme have been aligned
to its goals and focused majorly on the specific issues
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impacting the Voluntary Organisations. VANI is expand-
ing and strengthening its networking initiatives at state,
national and international levels.

For the last couple of years, VANI has been working on the
following four areas of intervention as per the Strategic
Plan (2004-2008):

e Influencing national government policies and laws
that regulate or restrict the role and space of civil
society;

VANI promotes the following values in volun-
tary action:

e Decentralisation

e Influencing multilateral and bilateral donor agencies'
policies and programmes that impinge on civil soci-
ety's role in promoting the rights and livelihoods of
the poor and disadvantaged;

e Improving governance in civil society organisations;
and

e Building and strengthening state-level coalitions.

e Increasing the participation of members through
timely and relevant information and capacity building
activities

The following implementation strategies have been

adopted by VANI to deliver tangible results in the above

mentioned areas:

e A standard procedure for policy research in order to
come up with well-researched articles on the implica-
tions of policies; policy consultations to generate
debate on the issues; representation to the govern-
ment accompanied by a report in the form of policy
briefs; developing a policy database.

o Create a forum to dialogue with multilateral agencies
on the contractual relationships that the State and
Central Governments enter into with NGOs in their
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projects.
o Identify the areas in which members require support.
e Building greater presence in States in a phased man-
ner and identifying enthusiastic network partners at
the state-level in conjunction with whom it can work
to carry forward its agenda at the local level.

STRUCTURE OF VANI

VANI has a three-tier structure that includes General
Body (GB), Working Committee; and Secretariat. General
Body is the supreme body comprised of all members of
VANI (networks/federations, organisations and individu-
als).

The Working Committee makes decisions on behalf of the

members and is composed of 21 elected members from
the General Body. It also elects two office bearers, the
Chairperson and Treasurer. The Working Committee has
four subcommittees, namely: Programme, Networking,
Membership, Finance and Management Committees.
Secretariat is headed by a Chief Executive Officer
appointed by the Working Committee, and is an ex-officio
member of the Working Committee.

The Secretariat has programme units, each led by pro-
gramme officers/managers with their respective profes-
sional and support staff. The CEO liaises between the
Secretariat and the Working Committee for planning,
implementation and monitoring of VANI activities.
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THE YEAR THAT WAS

VANI has all along been focusing on policy dialogue and
advocacy for the non-profit sector with national and state
governments, and has served as an information and train-
ing base for state and local NGO networks. The year 2006-
2007 was marked by continued endeavours by VANI to
deepen and broaden its work on creating a conducive
environment for the voluntary sector through information
dissemination, policy advocacy, capacity building at the
state level, and public education. Its reach included not
only registered and organised NGOs but also grassroots-
level association and community based organisations
that play a key role in promoting development, communi-
ty building, and social justice. The focus on networks of
associations at the state level, especially in those states
that are most impacted by poverty and inequality, contin-
ued.

The core activities that have been undertaken by VANI
during the reporting period can broadly be described
under four major sub-heads, namely, advocacy; network-
ing, governance, and membership management & organ-
isational matters.

ADVOCACY: CREATION OF CONDUCIVE
POLICY & LEGAL ENVIRONMENT FOR
VOs

VANI's efforts towards creating conducive policy envi-
ronment for VOs have included both internal and exter-
nal environments which impact through political &
administrative systems, enactments & policies, relation-
ship with VOs, with government and industry, and the
global views. It continued its struggle and search for
legal clarity and simplification of laws and rules for VOs
throughout the reporting period.

An Overview of the Advocacy Campaignh on
FCR Bill 2006

FCRA was enacted in the year 1976 to regulate the
acceptance and utilisation of foreign funds in the coun-

try for developmental, academic and religious activities.
Growing threat to the internal security and quantum jump
in the foreign contribution were some of the reasons
cited by the Home Ministry in early 2004 when it decided
to amend the existing Foreign Contribution (Regulation)
Act 1976. Later a consultation was jointly organised by
the Ministry of Home Affairs and ICAIl in June 2005 to
discuss the proposed amendments in light of the existing
scenario.

The Foreign Contribution (Management and Control) Bill
(FCMC Bill), fairly restrictive in nature was later intro-
duced by the UPA government. After opposition from the
civil society section, FCMC Bill was dropped.
Nevertheless, in 2006 the government reintroduced FCMC
Bill as Foreign Contribution Regulation Bill 2006 (FCR Bill).

The provisions of the new FCR Bill 2006 were nearly the
same as those mentioned in the FCMC Bill, it was just that
the term 'management and control' was dropped.
Cleared by the Union Cabinet in early November 2006 the
FCR Bill 2006 was introduced by the Minister of State for
Home Affairs, in Rajya Sabha on 18 December 2006.

A nation wide debate has ever since engulfed the pro-
posed FCR Bill 2006. In an era when the Government is
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pursuing the second generation of eco-
nomic reforms, it appears as if an
attempt is being made to curb the
growth of the voluntary sector in the
form of FCR Bill 2006. Since March 1999,
VANI has been advocating and pressing
the government for the repeal of FCRA.
In order to address the issue, VANI
organised group and individual meet-
ings with various stakeholders and rep-
resented the same through the media.
Since the inception of the said Bill, meet-
ings, seminars, consultation and work-
shops have been held in various parts of
the country to sensitise the stakeholders
about the proposed Bill.

During the year under review, 23 state
level consultations were organised by
VANI in collaboration with civil society organisations.
These consultations served as a platform to sensitise the
stakeholders about the subject matter as well as to form
a joint strategy to collectively oppose the Bill in its pres-
ent form. Some of the activities undertaken during the
period are as follows:

o VANI met ICAlI and High Commissioners of various
Embassies, National Human Rights Commission, NRIs
and various associations like - FICCI, Cll, ASSOCHAM;
Academic institutions, think-tanks, Commonwealth
Foundation, Rajiv Gandhi Foundation, members of par-
liaments, media, and religious institutions. Senior

bureaucrats were also contacted in the process.

VANI mobilised its state partners to launch active
advocacy campaign nation wide. Parliamentarians in
the respective states were also approached in order to
gather their support on the matter. VANI also facilitat-
ed signing of a petition by leading civil society repre-
sentatives and sent the same both to the Prime
Minister and to Mrs. Sonia Gandhi on 18 December
2006.

A delegation of VANI Working Committee met with the
Home Minister Shri Shivraj Patil on 9 January 2007 to
share the concerns of the civil society. Later a meet-
ing was held at VANI's office on 13 January 2007 to dis-
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cuss the FCR Bill 2006. In the meeting it
was decided that a critique of the Bill as
well as section-wise analysis of it should
be submitted to the Home Minister.

In a meeting called by the Joint
Women's Programme at All India Women's
Conference, New Delhi on 18 January 2007,
VANI briefed the group about the present
status of the Bill and urged the group to
take appropriate steps at various levels in
order to collectively oppose the Bill.

@ An online petition submission mecha-
nism (www.petitiononline.com) against
the proposed amendments in the FCR Bill
2006 was created by VANI. Over 150 peo-

ple signed the petition.




On 2nd February 2007, a press conference was organ-
ised at the Foreign Correspondence Club, Delhi to dis-
cuss the proposed amendments in the FCR Bill 2006
with the international and national media.

A panel discussion was held on the proposed FCR Bill
2006 in the ICONGO conclave. ED, FMSF - Mr Sanjay
Patra, ED CHRI- Ms Maja Daruwala, and CEO, VANI- Mr
Pooran Chandra Pandey were the panelists. The dis-
cussion was telecast live on television.

A number of organisations as well as individuals
including senior lawyers and chartered accountants
too submitted their suggestions to the standing com-
mittee.

A meeting with the Minister of State for Finance
(Revenue), a DMK MP from Tamil Nadu along with his
0SD, was held on 13 February 2007 to discuss the
issue. The minister assured of his support on the
same. Ministry of Rural Development and Panchayat
Raj Ministriy was also contacted in the process. Media
has played an important role in generating awareness
on the matter in a sustained manner.

December 2006 edition of 'Civil Society Voices', the
quarterly newsmagazine of VANI, was devoted to the
theme 'Foreign Contribution Regulation Bill-2006'.

VANI on ICAI's Study Group on FCR Bill 2006

ety organizations in the country.
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National Policy on Voluntary Sector

ising workshops to educate stakeholders.

It is noteworthy that the policy on voluntary sector has
been drafted by the voluntary sector people under the
aegis of Planning Commission. VANI's efforts in convinc-
ing the Planning Commission to involve voluntary sector
for such an exercise have yielded good results. It is a per-
fect case of GO-NGO partnership in shaping the policy for
the voluntary sector. The national policy on voluntary
sector would be a landmark event in the history of volun-
tary sector.

Bilateral Aid Policy

VANI continues to represent voluntary sector on the issue
of bilateral and multi-lateral aid policy. Following initia-
tives were taken by VANI in the reporting cycle on mat-
ters related to bilateral aid policy:

e A half-day workshop on "The Proposed Voluntary
Sector Policy and GO-NGO Cooperation in the
Changing Context of India and Holland" was organ-
ised on 18th August 2006 at India Habitat Centre, New
Delhi. One of the main objectives of the workshop was
to explore how the civil societies and governments of
India and Holland could further collaborate to con-
tribute to advance democratic and egalitarian agen-
das.

VANI organised an interactive consultation on Bi-lateral
Aid Policy of Government of India from Users'
Perspective' on 11th July 2006 at India International
Centre, New Delhi. The consultation sought to examine
the issues as contained in the existing bi-lateral aid poli-
cy and how can it be made more suitable and user friend-
ly for the voluntary sector. It also aimed to synthesise
views of the sector and make an assessment of critical
issues facing it while accessing the funding through bi-
lateral donors. 38 participants from Ministry of Finance,
Ministry of Home Affairs, Ministry of Information
Technology, Planning Commission, Media, eminent char-
tered accountants and representatives from NGOs partic-
ipated in this consultation

GO-NGO Collaboration Initiatives

VANI made following efforts during the reporting period
to establish an adequate relationship between govern-
ment and non- government organisations:

e It initiated the process of establishing a GO-NGO Co-
ordination Committee at the national level at Planning
Commission and subsequently at state levels for bet-
ter coordination when disasters break out. VANI in
consultation with voluntary sector and other stake-
holders has been able to convince the Planning
Commission to have a national level GO-NGO coordi-
nation committee to monitor and interface with state
governments in times of disasters. VANI is now plan-
ning to take this matter with the state governments
and request them to follow the same model for effec-
tive and better co-ordination between the sate and
the central ministries during the times of disasters.

e On9th January 2006, a meeting was organised to facil-
itate GO-NGO co-ordination for Jammu & Kashmir
earthquake relief and rehabilitation work under the
chairpersonship of Dr. Syeda Hameed, Member,
Planning Commission. VANI's role as a facilitator has
been appreciated by Planning Commission in this
regard.

e Planning Commission has set up a Steering
Committee on voluntary sector in the context of for-
mulation of 11th Five Year Plan (2007-2012) and has
invited VANI as a member to ensure active involve-
ment of voluntary sector in the development process.
The first meeting of the Sub Group Il of the Steering
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Committee on Appraising and Monitoring the Work of
VOs for the eleventh plan was held in Conference Hall,
CAPART Headquarters, Zone 5A, Core C, India Habitat
Centre, Lodhi Road, New Delhi on October 12, 2006 at
11.00AM. Smt Veena S Rao, Director General, CAPART
was the Convener of the Sub Group Il and Shri P.C.
Pandey, CEO, VANI was the Co-convener.

o VANI is also a member of a task force that has been
created under the Ministry of Statistics and
Programme Implementation to compile satellite
accounts on non-profit institutions in India. The proj-
ect is part of the UN Handbook on Nonprofit
Institutions in the System of National Accounts. The
group is reviewing the current statistics on NPIs to
identify the gaps and requirements on the information
system, suggest improvements and monitor the com-
pilation of accounts.

e VANl was invited by the Ministry of Home,
Government of India and Standard Chartered Bank to
attend their workshop on FCRA held in Chennai on
29th September, 2006. The purpose of the workshop
was to discuss various provisions of FCRA with con-
cerned stake holders of Civil Society Organisations
and sensitise them to various interpretations of its
provisions. VANI's role as an apex body of voluntary
agencies was appreciated by the Government and
Civil Society Organisations during the workshop.

e Ministry of Home Affairs, Government of India
launched a new section on FCRA on its website.
Members & other stakeholders can file annual
accounts in FC-3 Form and application for grant of
registration under FC(R) Act, 1976 (FC-8 form) online.
Instruction for filing these online forms are also avail-
able on the website. VANI was also involved in this ini-
tiative of the Ministry of Home so that Voluntary
Sector may use this online facility for better manage-
ment and filing of their returns and seeking grant of
their registration.

Urban Renewal Mission

Jawaharlal Nehru

(JNNURM)

The Jawaharlal Nehru National Urban Renewal Mission
(JNNURM) was announced on December 3rd, 2005. It is
the largest national urban initiative with Rs.50,000 crores
of Central Government support for 63 identified cities. A
unique feature of JNNURM has been creation of a

Technical Advisory Group (TAG) made of members from
civil society, to bring the voice of the civil society and
ensure citizen participation in the mission's objectives
such as, focused attention to integrated development of
infrastructure services in cities, civic amenities and others.

With effect from December 22, 2006, VANI has been reg-
uisitioned to provide Secretariat Support for TAG in terms
of logistics, communications, documentation, etc. around
its activities so that TAG could fulfill its mandate with
greater ease. VANI is playing the following role in this
regard:

1. Support TAG in forming state and city level networks
of NGOs and maintaining a continuous interaction
with these network partners.

2. Organising the National and regional workshops and
city consultations.

3. Documentation of TAG activities

4. Facilitating cross learning amongst stakeholders and
cities

5. Facilitating interactions with the Ministry of Urban
Development and Ministry of Housing and Urban
Poverty Alleviation in relation to JNNURM.

6. Co-ordination of logistics and administrative actions
for TAG activities.

7. Planning, budgeting and accounting for TAG's various
expenses

The First City Interactions of TAG was organised in
Ahmedabad on 29th and 30th January 2007. On the other
hand, the First Regional Workshop of TAG was held in
Madurai on 23rd and 24th March 2007. The objective was
to provide a strong platform for the various stakeholders
from different JNNURM cities in the region to brainstorm
on ways to ensure greater stakeholder participation in
the JNNURM activities.



Other Important Advocacy Efforts

Consultation on 'Pre-budget Memorandum and
Simplification of Tax Laws for the Voluntary Sector"

To continue with the agenda of providing relief to voluntary
organisations, VANI & FMSF organised a consultation on
'Pre-budget Memorandum and Simplification of Tax Laws
for the Voluntary Sector' on 6th January 2007 at India
International Centre. VANI has been advocating with CBDT
(Central Board of Direct Taxes) to simplify tax laws for vol-
untary sector for some time now. In June last year VANI and

FMSF had jointly organised a consultation to review tax
exemptions/ deductions for voluntary sector, as proposed
by CBDT. Later, a memorandum was submitted to the Union
Government for the needful. Besides having a broader dis-
cussion on the topic, a 6 member Core Group was formed
during the consultation. The core group met on 12th
January 2007 to finalise the memorandum, which was sent
to the Hon'ble Finance Minister, Government of India.

Consultation on review of tax exemptions / deduc-
tions, proposed by Central Board of Direct Taxes
(CBDT)

VANI in association with FMSF organised a consultation on
review of tax exemptions / deductions, proposed by Central
Board of Direct Taxes (CBDT) on 7th June 2006 at India
International Centre, New Delhi. The consultation was
attended by 20 representatives of eminent NGOs and expe-
rienced chartered accountants with the objective to review
the notification issued by Central Board of Direct Taxes
(CBDT), Department of Revenue, Government of India, seek-
ing public comments regarding removal or continuance of
exemptions and deductions of Income Tax Act, 1961. The
feedback/suggestion received was collated and the memo-
randum on behalf of the voluntary sector has been submit-
ted to CBDT. The Planning Commission has taken up our
memorandum with Ministry of Finance for an appropriate
consideration of our charter of demands.
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Workshop on Himachal Pradesh Societies

Registration Bill 2006

VANI held a workshop on the Himachal Pradesh Societies
Registration Bill on 26th September 2006 at YMCA, Shimla.
The workshop was attended by representatives from 10 out
of 12 districts of Himachal Pradesh. The delegates set up a
task force with two representatives from each district and
chalked out a future course of action to propose certain
amendments in the bill to the Chief Minister of Himachal
Pradesh.

PROMOTING, FACILITATING & STREN-
GTHENING OF NETWORKS

To counter benign neglect of voluntary organisations by the
government and improve upon GO-VO coordination and
partnerships at state level, Voluntary organisations need to
come together under one umbrella within the states and
also at the national and international levels. VANI builds,
promotes and strengthens these networks to bring consen-
sus among Voluntary Organisations on policy issues
through regular interface. Such initiatives of VANI at state,
national and international levels were further strengthened
during the period under review.

Strengthening State Level Networks

o At the state level, VOs need to network in order to
amplify their voices with their own governments and
become more visible within society. VANI has played a
crucial role in establishing networks in the states of
Bihar, Jharkhand, Chattisgrah, Maharashtra and Assam.
In continuation with its work undertaken in the previous
years under the Poorest Area Civil Society Programme
(PACS), effort was made by VANI to strengthen the net-
works formed in these states. The objective was to use
the opportunity provided by PACS to bring the voluntary
organisations to a common platform. Initial state-level
activities started to gather momentum thereafter.

At the state level, VANI built networks by iden-
tifying common issues among Voluntary

Organisations. At the national level, VANI

sought and initiated partnerships with national
networks of other countries, government agen-
cies and other NGOs to have more impact in its
advocacy and governance programmes.
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International Networking Efforts

VANI seeks and initiates partnerships with national and
international networks of NGOs and government agen-
cies to have more impact in its advocacy and governance
programmes. Some of the important initiatives undertak-
en by VANI on the international front during the reporting
period are as given below:

International Workshop to Share Perspectives on
Humanitarian Policy and Practices

Over sixty activists, academics, Government officials and
NGOs from France and India participated in a three-day
International Workshop in Pondicherry to share perspec-
tives on humanitarian policy and practices in the context
of Tsunami relief work held on 13 & 15 November, 2006.
The workshop was jointly organised by Coordination SUD
and Groupe URD, based in France and Voluntary Action
Network India (VANI) and Centre for Environment
Concerns (CEC). The thematic areas discussed in the
seminar included: disaster preparedness and the role of
local NGOs; relations among affected populations and aid
agencies; how action on the ground can lead to advoca-
cy; the role of civil society; sustaining funding levels in
post-emergency context; quality, accountability and eval-
uation; and using the Tsunami North-South NGO partner-
ships as a case for future work in humanitarian response
to disaster management.

Asian Regional Meeting for National NGO Platforms

On 13th to 15th March 2007, an Asian regional meeting for
National NGOs was hosted by VANI, which always
believes in exploring newer and effective opportunity of
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working with its stake-holders. The meeting was part of
the project with Coordination SUD (France) on
'Strengthening Civil Society National Platforms' in associ-
ation with ABONG (Brazil), ACCION (Chile) and CONGAD
(Senegal).

Roundtable on 'Civil Society, Security and Aid in
India’

VANI organised a day long roundtable consultation on
'Civil Society, Security and Aid in India' in association
with Centre for Civil Society, London School of Economics
and Political Science (LSE) on 1st December 2006 at India
Habitat Centre, New Delhi.

Joint workshop with INTRAC

In collaboration with International Training and Research
Centre (INTRAC), UK, a two-day workshop titled
'Challenges to Development: Legislations and their
Effects on Non Governmental Development
Organisations' was organised on 12th and 13th June,
2006, at India International Centre, New Delhi. The work-
shop was attended by 35 representatives of various
organisations from Nepal, Sri Lanka, Pakistan, India and
Bangladesh including Lebanon and U.K.

Aim of the visit: was to discuss
issues regarding the National Policy Advocacy and VANI's
FCRA campaign in order to give the delegation members
clarity on effective advocacy methods.

As a part of VANI's initiatives to play its role effectively at
international level and explore the possibility of working
with other stakeholders, VANI participated in various
international events which translated in better network-
ing with the government officials, CSOs and other stake-
holders of the sector. It also resulted in an image building
process at the international level.

PROMOTING PRACTICES OF GOOD
GOVERNANCE AND MANAGEMENT

VANI promotes good governance among Voluntary
Organisations for greater accountability and credibility.
VANI continued to be vigilant in making good governance
a prime agenda among development NGOs in a variety of
ways including the following during the reporting period:

@ VANI, in association with CASA-Guwahati, organised a

two-day Consultation Workshop on "Good
Governance and Right to Information Act" on 25th and
26th October 2006 at CASA Resource Centre, Mawlein,
Umsning, Meghalaya.
The main objective of the workshop was to spread the
issues of good governance - legitimacy, transparency
and accountability (LTA) and promote the participa-
tion of marginalised people in decision-making
processes. It was attended by representatives from a
good number of civil society organisations and NGO
networks from North-Eastern States of India, includ-
ing Assam, Manipur, Meghalaya, Mizoram, and
Nagaland.

e VANI, in association with SAHAYI, Kerala, organised a
two-day workshop at Trivandrum on March 23-24,
2007 on the theme of 'Good Governance in NGOs' in
which 30 grassroot voluntary organisations participat-
ed and interacted with the resource persons and
among themselves. Important issues such as FCRA,
Good Governance practices and principles, statutory
and legal requirements, and overall development sce-
narios in the country were the main themes discussed



during the two-day long workshop.

VANI also established linkages with ICAI in order to
build the capacity of civil society organisations to
meet the new demands for compliance by various
Government Departments/Ministries and Statutory
Agencies. It has developed a concept note including
current status of NGOs in respect of legal framework
and accounting standards and financial reporting,
improvements required on part of NGOs and on the
part of government also.

Civil Society Voices, the quarterly newsmagazine of
VANI, was also used as a tool to promote good gover-
nance among CSOs.

Internal Governance

Throughout the reporting period, VANI endeavored to
revitalise itself to remain relevant to the new responsibil-
ities and challenges. It made special efforts to keep intact
its internal governance system through the following

means:

e Annual National Convention: To facilitate sharing of
issues and concerns among civil society organisations

The strategy was to promote good gover-
nance through peer learning and monitor-
ing. VANI conducted workshops where
member organisations and experts shared

experiences and adopted models for good
governance. VANI documented such pro-
ceedings and disseminated the information
through its newsletters and workshop
reports.
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in India, VANI organised its Annual National
Convention 2006 on 28th and 29th August 2006 at
Chinmaya Mission Auditorium, New Delhi. The theme
was - Visioning Voluntary Sector in Emerging India.
Over 400 participants, ranging from civil society
organisations to media, donors, etc. took part in the
deliberations.

Annual General Body Meeting: The 17th Annual
General Body Meeting took place on August 29, 2006
in New Delhi.

e Working Committee & Sub-Committees: In order to

facilitate speedy disbursal of various issues, VANI has
constituted various sub committees on different
issues. The working committee met at regular inter-
vals to guide the secretariat on various issues. The
identification of working Committee members was
done through a Nomination Committee by taking into
consideration: questions of requisite regional repre-
sentation; gender balance; and capabilities to ensure
quality leadership.
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MEMBERSHIP MANAGEMENT AND
COMMUNICATION

VANI continued to focus on increased participation of
members through timely and relevant information and
capacity building activities. Forms were sent to members
to update their records. The database was updated dur-
ing the reporting period with recent information about
programmes, activities and organisational capacities of
the members. With this updated information, VANI
intends to come up with a directory of the profile of its
members.

The projects and activities to increase
membership participation included updat-
ing VANI's database of members, building
capacities of members through workshops

and providing information on best practices
in the sector through its website, e-
newsletters , newsmagazines, and reports.

With a view to improve membership services, the follow-
ing activities were further strengthened during the period
under review:

e Comprehensive and Composite Website: Apart from
publishing various news and events which affect vol-
untary organisations, the website continued to pro-
vide details of VANI member as well. The website of

VANI is a sought after information bank for all stake-
holders of voluntary sector.

e E-Newsletter: A monthly e-newsletter to update infor-
mation about its members and stakeholders about
campaigns and programme updates, government
notifications and announcements.

e Digital Library: VANI increased the capacity of its dig-
ital library during the reporting period in terms of digi-
tised and catalogued publications such as books,
reports, newsletters and magazines and annual
reports.

e Databases: It has also strengthened databases for
information such as funding agencies; media con-
tacts; etc.

e IT Infrastructure: The functioning of the Secretariat
was further improved by using updated information
technology to operations such as the staff salary man-
agement system, membership billing system and an
e-mail system designed for specific member groups
and VANI stakeholders.

e Civil Society Voices: The quarterly newsmagazine car-
ries besides news, events, articles and write ups, a
host of useful information such as government circu-
lars, advisories and information that voluntary sector
can use to their advantage.
